4          Background

The Street Trading Act (Northern Ireland) 2001 enables District Councils to regulate Street Trading through designating, licensing and enforcement procedures. The Act received Royal Assent on the 5th April 2001, with a run in period of 6 months and becomes operative on the 1st October 2001.  The new Act repealed most of the provisions of the 1929 Street Trading (Regulation) Act, except Section 10 which contains the provisions whereby Market Rights can be acquired or extinguished. 

Section 14(5) of the Act requires the City Council to formulate, and make available to any person on request, criteria with respect to the granting of Temporary Street Trading Licences by it under this Section and requires that the City Council have regard to those criteria when considering whether to grant a Temporary Street Trading Licence.

5
General Principles

5.1
Each case must be considered on its own merits, but there are general principles that apply in all cases.  The duty of Belfast City Council is to make sure that each Temporary Street Trading Licence application is fairly and objectively assessed and that all relevant factors are considered. 

5.2
Belfast City Council will consider applications to permit Temporary Street Trading at special events organised within the City Council Area.  The City Council will determine each case in light of the prevailing circumstances and relevant information made available to it. Events in the nature of the Lord Mayors Parade, Christmas Lights Switch-on, New Years Eve, Halloween Events, Festival & Civic Events, Community Organised Events and Cultural Parades/Events may be treated as special events for the purposes of the Street Trading Act (NI) 2001.

5.3
In circumstances other than those referred to in Paragraph 5.2 the Council subject to appropriate consultation with relevant parties, may consider applications to permit Temporary Street Trading which adds colour, ambience, novelty and/or tradition in particular locations and/or may consider such applications in the context of seasonal/festive periods.

5.4
 Applications must be received by Belfast City Council not less than 42 days before the date of the first day of the proposed event. Belfast City Council may consider such applications for Temporary Street Trading where this time period cannot be complied with. 

5.5
Belfast City Council will consult with -

(a)  The District Commander of the Police District Command Unit in which the streets are situated;

(b)  The Department for Regional Development as regards that Department’s functions with respect to roads and regulation of road traffic;

5.6  The Council may also consult other persons, as it considers appropriate. Such Consultees may include the following:

(i)  The organiser or organising committee of the specified event.

(ii)  Belfast Chamber of Trade and Commerce. 

(iii)  Belfast City Centre Management

(iv)  Nearby Street Trading Licence holders who may be affected.

(v)  Business and Commercial premises in the vicinity of the site in respect of which the application has been received.

(vi)  N.I. Ambulance Service and /or other Emergency Services.

(vii)  National Market Traders Federation.

5.7
Without prejudice to it’s right to take account of any relevant consideration in determining the suitability of each Temporary Street Trading Licence, the Belfast City Council will take into account:

(a)  The safety of the public and any risks which may arise.

(b)  The appropriateness and suitability of the street or part thereof and     commodities in relation to the location.

(c)  The potential adverse impact that Temporary Street Trading may have upon the character and appearance of the area in question.

(d)  The extent to which the sale of the commodity will provide a useful service to the event or occasion not otherwise provided in the area;

(e)  The potential environmental effects such as additional litter, cleansing requirements, odour and noise.

(f)  The potential for the proposed said Temporary Street Trading Licence to have an adverse effect in terms of anti-social behaviour and public disorder.

(g)  Any other Statutory provision which would be appropriate to consider;

(h)  Previous complaints arising from any Street Trading activities in that street or part thereof.

(i)  The conditions pertaining to the event e.g. road closures, provision of marshals, off-street activities and venues, numbers of persons anticipated and age profile.

(j)  The number of Temporary Street Trading Licences already granted for a street or part thereof for a specified period and adequacy in the context of the commodity or service proposed to be offered.

5.8
This policy may be considered, amended or replaced at any time without any further requirement to consult other parties.

GUIDANCE NOTE FOR COMMODITIES AND SERVICES

This guidance has been produced to stop confusion with regards to what Commodities are, and what can be sold under a Commodity listed on a Street Trading Licence. This list is does not endorse any Commodity as being desirable with regards to licence applications, nor does it rank Commodities in order of preference. Licence holders may sell in any quantity they desire. This list is not exhaustive, but includes the most popular Commodities licensed and requested.

· Craft supplies – include art supplies, model construction, candle making, needlecraft etc

· Art work - includes finished photographs, paintings, frames etc
· Haberdashery - includes  trimmings, elastics, fasteners, sewing threads etc
· Books -  includes antiquarian and collectable (excluding offensive or ‘Adult’ books)
· Tarot card readings -  include crystal ball and runes readings

· Collectable Toys  - such as; Star Wars, Corgi, Dinky cars, Matchbox

· Stationery -  includes card, paper, blank books, pens, ink, refill cartridges, pencils

· Hair accessories – includes combs, brushes and hair styling products/adornments 

· Fruit and Vegetables

· Flowers and plants -  includes artificial flowers/plants, plant & flower care products 

· Clothing (except footwear, hosiery, underwear and clothing accessories)

· Clothing accessories - includes hats, gloves, scarves, belts and umbrellas

· Footwear – includes shoes, sandals, trainers, slippers, boots and shoe accessories

· Hosiery and Underwear -  includes items of clothing such as pants, tights, socks etc and exercise tights (except footwear)

· Household goods -  includes bed linen, towels, curtains excluding fabrics

· Fabrics - uncut lengths, pre-packed cut unfinished lengths, rolls and swatches of fabric

· Pet foods and supplies (excluding live animals)

· Audio and electrical goods (second-hand electrical goods are prohibited).

· Jewellery -  includes costume and precious jewellery, watches and clocks

· Leather goods - includes handbags, sport bags, cases, belts, purses but excluding any item of clothing.

· Tools and car accessories -  includes DIY equipment, gardening tools, etc

· Wrapping paper and cards -  includes presentation bags and boxes, bows, tags, tape etc

· Souvenirs - includes pop and sport memorabilia but excludes clothing and clothing accessories.

· Sports equipment (excluding clothing) 
· Jokes - includes tricks and hen/stag night accessories (excluding offensive or ‘Adult’ items)
· Home brewing - includes wine making supplies.

· Lighters – includes refill fuels and matches
· Toys - excludes toy/replica guns or offensive or ‘Adult’ items
· Hot Food – includes such items as chips, burgers, sausages, hot plate fried foods 

· Cold Food – includes such items as bakery products, sandwiches, excluding confectionery

· Hot Beverage – includes tea, coffee, soup etc; but excluding drinks of an alcoholic nature

· Cold Beverage -  includes water, minerals etc; but excluding drinks of an alcoholic nature

· Confectionery – includes crisps, chocolate, sweats, biscuits, flour confectionery* etc

· Groceries – includes containers of milk, bread, tinned foods, tea bags, sugar etc

· Ice cream – includes hard scoop and soft serve, cones, toppings etc

· Cigarettes – include cigars, rolling/pipe/chewing tobacco, tobacco papers

· Smoking accessories – includes pipes, cigar guillotine, cases but excluding lighters 
· Novelty items* - Any person listing ‘Novelty items’ as a commodity should provide clarification of items to be sold. 
· Seasonal items - Any person listing ‘Seasonal items’ as a commodity should provide clarification of items to be sold.

“Flour confectionery" includes shortbread, sponges, crumpets, muffins, macaroons, ratafias, pastry and pastry cases, and also includes meringues, petits fours and uncooked pastry and pastry cases, but does not include bread, pizzas, or any food containing a filling which has as an ingredient such as cheese, meat and/or fish.

Its aim is to provide, insofar as is possible, consistent decision making so as to develop and thereafter maintain public confidence in Belfast City Council’s performance of its duties.

The Policy also includes standards with regards to trading conditions and stall maintenance.

Design Guidelines and General Principles 

5.1
Each case must be considered on its own merits, but there are general principles that apply in all cases.  The duty of Belfast City Council is to make sure that each Street Trading Licence application is fairly and objectively assessed and that all relevant factors are considered. 

5.2 
Designs, materials, signage and finishes should be appropriate for the context and of the highest quality. The design of any ‘stall’ must comply with all relevant Health and Safety Legislation.

5.3. A simple, coherent and traditional colour scheme is required, avoiding the use of bright or garish colours.

5.4 It should be noted that these Design Guidelines are the Minimum Standard which will be accepted by Belfast City Council. A high quality contemporary design manufactured from 25mm (1") square steel tube with a 2mm wall thickness to give strength which is zinc plated or hot-dip galvanised to overcome corrosion problems will be acceptable. The design of stall must be fitted with canvas or heavy duty PVC fitted roof cover with scalloped edges. The roof must be pitched or domed to prevent water collection. A matching fitted ‘skirt’ must be attached to the counter area; this will give a professional looking appearance to the stall. Where walls are required for the stall, they must be of the same high quality material used for the fitted roof and be made to measure to enable a fitted appearance.  The design must not exceed 3 metres in length and 1.5 metres in width (inclusive of wheels). All materials used must be fire retardant.

5.5 Belfast City Council may where appropriate give preference to stalls designed and constructed to a higher standard including traditional timber barrows, handcarts, tricycles or kiosks which are constructed from appropriate traditional materials, such as timber panels. These stalls must have a fitted roof or umbrella, constructed of timber panelling, canvass or heavy duty PVC with scalloped edges. The roof must be pitched or domed to prevent water collection. The design must not exceed 3 metres in length and 1.5 metres in width (inclusive of wheels).  All materials used must be fire retardant.

5.6 In exceptional circumstances the Council, subject to such consultation as it considers appropriate, may in particular locations consider novel alternative designs of stall which add to the colour, ambience, vibrancy etc. of the area.

5.7 For Mobile or Stationary Licences which require the use of a vehicle or trailer, (such as ice-cream vans or catering trailers in Industrial Estates), the following standard will apply.  The vehicle or trailer will be designed and constructed using materials, finishes and signage which are appropriate for the context and of the highest quality.  The vehicle or trailer must comply with all relevant Road Safety and Vehicular Legislation. The design must not exceed 6 metres in length and 2.25 metres in width (inclusive of wheels).

All ‘stalls’ no matter of what design must be easily moved to facilitate access.  Stalls, vehicles, trailers or any receptacle which is used, must always be removed at the end of trading and must not return again to the trading site until a half hour before the licensed trading time.

5.9
If, in any individual case and for whatever reason, the City Council decides to grant a design which varies any of these guidelines, such a decision should not be taken to have created any kind of precedent in respect of future applications.

6.
Requirements regarding Maintenance

6.1
Only the standard agreed design may be used.

6.2
The stall must be kept clean and tidy.

6.3
Broken, soiled or torn parts must be replaced without undue delay.

6.4
Additions may not be added to the design without the prior approval of Belfast City Council.

6.5
The standard fitted roof plus counter skirt and walls must be used and in place while trading.

7.
Licence Conditions

7.1
In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 7(2) of the Street Trading Act (NI) 2001, the City Council can prescribe Conditions to a licence; such Conditions may include the following:

· Any ‘stall’, vehicle or trailer at which food and beverage products are stored, prepared, handled or sold must comply with the relevant Food Hygiene legislation. 

· Any awnings must not overhang the pitch.

· No containers, materials, goods or articles to be displayed outside the confines of the ‘stall’, vehicle or trailer.

· Advertisements should be kept to an absolute minimum, being signwritten in a traditional manner, and located in traditional positions i.e. at fascia level only. 

· The Licensee must provide suitable impervious receptacles for the storage of wastepaper or any other refuse and when removing your stall from the trading site, ensure that all rubbish and litter occasioned by trading is collected, placed in such suitable receptacles and removed for disposal at a suitable and proper place.
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
