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Environmental Policy Statement

In pursuit of Belfast City Council’s objectives relating to environmental sustainability, the Council recognises the critical need to act as a role model, by carrying out its Purchasing activities in an environmentally responsible manner.  The Council will therefore:

1. Fulfil all relevant environmental legislation and regulations including other requirements that the Council subscribes.

2. Ensure the policy is documented, realized and sustained.

3. Ensure the provision of a programme for establishing and reviewing environmental objectives and targets.

4. Ensure continuous development and elimination of pollution.

5. Communicate the environmental system to all Council employees and other interested parties.

6. Make the policy accessible to the public.

7. Encourage and persuade suppliers to investigate and introduce environmentally friendly processes and products including their education concerning the Council’s environmental strategy.

8. Specify wherever possible and reasonably practicable, the use of environmentally friendly materials and products.

9. Ensure that, where appropriate, environmental criteria are used in the award of contracts.

10. Ensure that supplier’s environmental credentials are considered in the Supplier Appraisal process.

11. Ensure that all specifications contain a facility for potential suppliers to submit prices for environmentally friendly alternatives.

12. Ensure that appropriate consideration is given to the costs and benefits of environmentally friendly alternatives."
