Criteria for Craft at City Food and Garden Market
(Permanent and casual traders)
1. Crafts have to have a separate layout, away from food where possible.
2. Where possible, products should be locally produced or produced from local materials. Produce from local potters, glass workers, furniture designers, silver smiths, candle makers, wood carvers and metal workers is encouraged. Organic and Fairtrade products are also encouraged. Preference will be given to locally produced crafts.
3. Crafts should compliment the gourmet market.
4. Craft stall holders will show demonstrations, during the market, on the making of their products. This is to be actively encouraged (these demos will take place as long as there is no danger to anyone). Demonstrations from craft traders will be requested.
5. Products and crafts that are not locally handmade or produced, but are handmade elsewhere, will only be allowed if it can be proven that they are handmade. Any areas of concern will only be allowed in on agreement between Belfast City Council Market Officers and CFGM committee members. 

Proof that the products are handmade will be requested.
6. There will be no more than 20 per cent craft to food, food-related, garden and garden-related stalls. This is as agreed between Belfast City Council Markets Officers and CFGM Traders Committee.
7. It is essential that all casual craft traders meet points two (where applicable), four and five before they are allowed to trade, even as a casual trader.
8. Non-edible products on the waiting list, which have a food or garden-related theme, will be given preference over all other crafts when new stalls are available. 

Examples of products inlcude kitchen linens, aprons, saucepans, knives, cutting blocks, food containers, cookery books, kitchen china, garden tools, gardening books, flower seeds. 

This list can be exhaustive and any areas deemed to be ‘grey areas’ will be discussed between Belfast City Council Market Officers and the CFGM committee before a decision is made on allowing a new trader in to trade or an existing trader to sell.
9. Belfast City Council Market Officers and staff, with the assistance of the CFGM Committee when required, will constantly monitor what traders have on show:
· This ensures they only sell what has been permitted on their application form and that it has met the above criteria.
· Traders will be requested to remove any items deemed not to meet the above criteria or are not on their application form.
· Any trader who is a repetitive offender (more than three occasions) will have their application revoked and will not be allowed to re-enter to trade in St George’s Market unless agreed between Belfast City Council Markets Officers and the CFGM Committee.
